It suddenly occurred to me thhat
when Jesus heard that
declaration, it might have been
like a kid telling his mother I will
Jiniish thie whole pizza by rmriyselfr™,
and the mother telling him 7
dori’t thiinnk vou cart evert firtishi two
thirds, rmiy dear?”.

When Jesus replied., I tell you,
Peter, before the rooster Crows
today, vou will deny three times
that vou know me”™”, I believe it
was not out of spite or disbelief,
but helping Peter manage his
expectations of himself. In some
way, it would have helped
manage Peter’s future
disappointment and heartbrealk
over his betraval of Jesus i1 thhe
courtyard.



And I believe that when Peter
failed to deliver on his promise,
God was, firstly, not surprised
and secondly, not angry. God
knows us, He knows our desire to
please Him and serve Him — but
He also knows our limitations,
fears and unfaithfulness — and He
accepts both sides.

He does not discard or dismiss us
because we are lacking. But as a
Father, He responsibly brings our
flaws to our own attention so that
we can change.

And so, I believe that sometimes
God brings us through full dress
rehearsals before the real deal.




I am filled with thankfulness that
God did not disqualify me for my
first-time failure. I'm sure Peter
had that same relief and gratitude
— his first denial did not deny him
from inheriting the ministry. God
allows us to grow from our
mistakes, and start again and
again and again.

Jesus knows us. He Kknows our
imperfections: He knows where
we will slip up even if we
stubbornly insist we will never do
so. But take heart, God is more
committed to your success thhan
yvou are. Don’t let your mistakes
deny vyou of the chance that God
wants to give you to try again and
fulfil whatever promises we've
made to him, just as He did for
Peter, and just as He did for me.
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
