3 For 

the time will come when they will not endure sound 

doctrine, but according to their own desires, because they 

have itching ears, they will heap up for themselves 

teachers; 4 and they will turn their ears away from the 

truth, and be turned aside to fables. 

What Paul’s Crew Encountered Sharing His Faith.

Acts 16-20-22; 30 They brought them before the Roman 

officials and said, “These men are Jews, and they are 

causing trouble in our city. 21 They are teaching customs 

that are against our law; we are Roman citizens, and we 

cannot accept these customs or practice them.” 22 And the 

crowd joined in the attack against Paul and Silas. 

30 Then he led them out and asked, “Sirs, what must I do to 

be saved?”
