AThe original manuscripts have not survived, but God's Word has
been preserved through meticulous copying. Three primary methods

of translation (and a fourth translation treatment) have evolved over
the centuries:

AWord-for-Word - A process in which biblical and linguistic
scholars attempt to translate each word based upon the
word usage at the time of the writing. No translation is

actually "word-for-word," but the intent Is to come as
close as possible.




ABalance- A process in wh
between a word-for-word
thought approach.

AThoughtfor-Thought- A process in which scholars
translate the meaning of each thought. This approach is

also known as "dynamic equivalence." This is how most
non-biblical translation for modern books is done.

AParaphrase A re-statement of a translation in modern
terms and vocabulary, often expanded (or "amplified")

for clarity.
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% Why Do New Translations Continue to Appear?

AWords change. Modern language changes constantly, and the
Bible must use understandable words for everyday life.

AUnderstanding of ancient languages changes. The Bible was
written using hundreds of words that are no longer understood.
Scholars continue to discover the meanings of words and
phrases, and either update or create new translations.

ATranslators' purposes vary. When an ancient word may be
translated correctly in several different ways, the translators'
purpose affects the words chosen.

Because the translation changed words
such as “virgin” to “young woman,” this
version was criticized by conservatives.

Unique system of punctuation, typefaces,
and synonyms (in parentheses) to more
